Asia Forest Skylight Roof 
Replacement Budget Transfer
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 On January 8, 9 and 10, 2025 the Association of Zoos 
& Aquariums (AZA) performed a follow up inspection 
at the El Paso Zoo.
 The Asia Forest skylight roof system has been listed 

as a Concern by the Association of Zoos & Aquariums 
(AZA) due to its degradation appearance and reduced 
daylight transmittance by the unevenness yellowish 
color and stains.

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Scope of WorkSkylight Roof Assessment
 Under the 2024 On-Call Architectural Services, the Capital 

Improvement Department engaged Huitt-Zollars to perform 
a Skylight Inspection and Assessment for the Asia Forest 
Building located at the El Paso Zoo.
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Findings and Recommendation:
 There are excessive signs of aging and weather deterioration. The exterior face 

sheets are showing severe signs of delamination. This means that the exterior layer 
sheet has detached itself from the interior structural grid core within the panel. This 
has caused the structural integrity of the panel itself to be compromised.
 The team’s recommendation is for a full replacement of the ninety-two fiberglass 

panels and paint of the structure. The replacement shall include replacement of its 
battens, flashings, and covers. The  proposed panels will provide an NRFC Certified 
Full System, Visual Light Transmittance (VLT) and Solar Heat Gain Coefficient 
(SHGC) levels.
