Management Update on a cross-functional team focused on anti-littering and illegal dumping for the City of El Paso.

ISSUE STATEMENT:

The anti-littering cross functional team consisting of Code, El Paso Police, Environmental Services, Legal, Public
Information Office and Streets and Maintenance was directed to provide background on illegal dumping and analyze
options that deter illegal dumping, to review penalties, to develop an outreach and education campaign and to
formalize ways in which citizens can more easily access safe, legal disposal options.
