On July 22, 2008 the City Council endorsed the 2008 Comprehensive Mobility Plan (2008 CMP) which identified
transportation projects vital to improving the region's transportation system by providing multiple modes of transportation
and projects that facilitate the safe and reliable movement of goods and people;

On August 19, 2008 the City entered into a Memorandum of Understanding with the
MPO, TxDOT, and the CRRMA to work in a cooperative manner to complete the projects identified in the 2008 CMP;

On May 25, 2010, the City adopted Ordinance No. 017333 establishing Transportation Reinvestment Zone Number Three,

to promote transportation projects described by Section 222.104, Transportation Code, as amended, that cultivate
development and redevelopment of the Zone.
