On November 8, 2022, as part of the 2022 Community Progress Bond, City of El Paso voters approved three bond propositions,
including funding for climate action; and in January 2024, the City of El Paso commenced to develop the Climate Action Plan for El
Paso including the commitment to prioritize vulnerable populations. The City of El Paso has identified clean energy generation and
energy costs as priorities during the development of the Climate Action Plan. City facilities are large users of energy and have

potential to implement solar energy and green infrastructure projects; and therefore, staff has identified a priority list of projects and
facilities in need and with potential to save energy and costs.
