COUNTY OF EL PASO )

This Agrecment is made this_  day of  , 2022, by and between the CITY OF EL PASO, a
Texas municipality, hercinaficr "City” and Marmaxx Operating Corp, a Virginia comporation,
hereinafter "Developer™;

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, Developer has designed and is constructing traffic signal and traffic signal
improvements; and

WHEREAS, development of the traffic signal improvements will necessitate the removal and
construction of, and adding pedestrian poles to a three-way traffic signal at the intersection of Global
Reach Blvd. and George Perry Blvd.,; and

WHEREAS, dcvelopment of the traffic signal improvements will necessitate construction of a
traffic signal will necessitate the installation of a functional three-way traffic signal at the intersection of
Global Reach Dr. and Driveway 2; and

WHEREAS, the installation of the three-way traffic signal and the traffic signal improvements
shall be referred to as the "Project™; and

WHEREAS, Developer is responsible for 100% of the cost of the Project; and
WHEREAS, Developer desires to implement the Project; and

WHEREAS, The Project shall consist of the design and construction, at no cost to the City, ofa
threc-way traffic signal that will control the traffic flow for Global Reach Blvd and Driveway 2; and

WHEREAS, The Project shall consist of the design and construction, at no cost to the City, of
two functional pedestrian signal heads, pedestals and accessible pedestrian signal push buttons at the
intersection of Global Reach Dr. and George Perry Blvd; and

WHEREAS, The Project shall be completed within one hundred and twenty (120) days from the
dale of the Notice to Proceed; and

WHEREAS, Developer's design and construction of the Project will ensure that traffic flow
moves as smoothly and safely as possible and that pedestrians arc protected when they cross the roads
thereby' increasing traffic safety at the Marmaxx Operating Corp warchouse distribution site and will be
an cconomic benefit to local lax payers, and therefore, this Agreement is in the best interest of the citizens
of the El Pasg;

WHEREAS, Developer and City desire to enter iato an agreement whereby cach will bear
certain responsibilitics regarding the installation, maintenance and upkeep of the Project;

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises and agreements contained hercin, the
partics hereby agree as follows:

SCOPE OF PROJECT
The "Project” is defined as design and construction of a three-way traffic signal at the intersection of
Global Reach Blvd. and Driveway 2, including but not limited 1o new pedestrian crossings, striping and
signage, pedestrian and mast arm pole, audibic pedestrian signal push buttons, ADA curb ramps, vidco
detection, conduit and cable, sidewalk connectivity through the entire intersection and adding and
replacing, pedestrian poles, audible pedestrian signal push buttons, ADA curb ramps, and sidewalk
connectivity to an cxisting three-way traffic signal at the interscction of Global Reach Blvd. and George
Perry Blvd.;

The project shall consist of the design and construction, at no cost to the City, of a three-way traffic signal
at the interscction of Global Reach Blvd. and Driveway 2, including but not limited to new pedestrian
crossings, striping and signage, pedestrian and mast arm pole, audible pedestrian signal push buttons,
ADA curb ramps, video detection, conduit and cable, sidewalk connectivity through the entire
intersection and adding and replacing, pedestrian poles, audible pedestrian signal push buttons, ADA curb
ramps, and sidewalk connectivity to an cxisting three-way traffic signal at the intersection of Global
Reach Blvd. and George Perry Blvd.;

The Project shall be constructed pursuant to the Construction Drawings, Plans and Specifications attached
hereto as Exhibit "A" and incorporated hercin by reference for all purposes (the *Plans®).

Construction and design plans shall be processed in accordance with the subdivision process established
pursuant to the El Paso City Code Chapter 19.08. All work and construction shall comply with the City of
El Paso Design Standards for Construction.

TERM
)] This Agreement becomes cffective and binding and enforceable against the partics upon approval
by the City Council for the City of El Paso (the "Effective Date™),

(2) The Project construction shall be completed by the Developer within one hundred and twenty
(120) days from the datc of the Netice to Proceed unless otherwise extended by written amendment
approved by the City.

3) It is hereby understood and mutually agreed, by the Developer and the City that the date of
beginning and the time for completion of the Project arc ESSENTIAL CONDITIONS in the Agreement.

FUNDING
Developer understands and ageces that Developer will be responsible for all costs associated with the
Project and this Agreement and shall not request reimbursement from the City, nor shall the Developer be
cligible for reimbursement from the City for any improvements under this Agrcement. The estimated cost
for the Project is as shown in Exhibit "+B"" attached and incorporated herein by reference for all
purposcs, such amount being TWO HUNDRED FIFTY-FIVE THOUSAND TWO HUNDRED NINETY
EIGHT DOLLARS AND NINETEEN CENTS ($255,298.19).

RESFONSIBILITIES OF DEVELOPER
(D Devceloper shall construct the Project the subject of this Agreement pursuant 1o the terms and
conditions specificd hercin and pursuant to the drawings, plans and specifications for traffic signal
modifications attached hereto os Exhibit "A". Devcloper further agrees that it shall be selely financially
responsible of any and all costs, including but not limited to design and construction costs, arising from
the construction of the Project.

(2) In constructing the Project, Developer shall comply with all applicable federal, state and local Jaw
including all City ordinances, cades and regulations. Failure 1o do so in any manner shall constitutc a
material breach of this Agreement. In addition, Developer shall obtain all permits and inspections
required by the City and be responsible for any costs associated with obtaining such pemits and
inspections, including but not limited to, Traffic Control Plan Permit and Landscape and Irrigation
Permit.

3) Developer shall not commence construction for cither phasc of the Project without recciving
written approval from the City's Streets and Maintenance Depariment of the design, materials and
construction plans which approval shall not be unrcasonably withheld or delayed.

{4) Any work performed by a contractor or consultant of the Developer will not, under any
circumstances, relieve Developer of its responsibilities and obligations under this Agreement, Al work
performed by the Developer or its agent shall be done in a good and workmanlike manner satisfactory to
the City. Any contractor or consultant hired by Developer shall have sufficient skills and expericnce Lo
properly perform the work described in the Plans and shall provide adequate supervision to assure
competent performance of the work.

{5) The Developer agrees that all construction and materials shall be subject 10 inspection and
approval by the City. All Project materials must conform to the Plans and arc subject to quality control
testing by the City at the Developer's sole cost and expense.

{6) Additionally, the Developer shall provide all traffic conirol for construction. The Developer
agrees lo provide adequate traffic controls designed to cause minimum inconvenicnce to molorists,
pedestrians and adjacent property owners. At least scventy-two (72) hours prior to the start of
construction Developer shall submit a traffic control plan to City's Streets and Mainienance Department
for approval. Additionally, Developer is responsible for obtaining and necessary approvals required by
TxDOT for performing work within TxDOT right-of-way.

N Developer agrees that construction of the Project shall be pursued regularty, diligently, and
uninterrupted at such a rate of progress as shall ensure completion of the Project within the time specified.
[t is expressly understood and agreed, by the Developer and the City, that the time for the completion of
the Project is a reasonable time for completion.

() The Project shall be completed and accepted for operation and maintenance by the City in
accordance with Article I (2) of this Agreement, subject to delays by reason of Force Majeure. It is
hereby understood and mutually agreed by the Developer and the City that the date of beginning and the
time for completion of the Project are ESSENTIAL CONDITIONS in the Agreement__It is further

mutually understood and apreed that the construction of the Project shall begin promptlv following
the plan spproval and written notice to proceed to Developer. The City Manager is authorized to

approve any amendments required under this paragraph, provided that such amendments do not require
the City to participate in the costs of the Praject. The term “Force Majeure™ means an event that causes




delay by reason of an act of God, fire, windstorm, flood, explosion, collapsc of structure or other casualty,
cpidemic, infectious disease, riot, war, lerrorism, military power, labor disputes, failure of utility service,
court order, inability to obtain maierials, adverse weather that is unusual and unanticipated for the period
of time, or an act of like nature that is beyond the reasonable controf of such party.

()] The City will not accept the Project until after inspection by the City and completion by the
Developer of all punch list items for the project.

(10)  Developer agrees to warrant to the City that all work in conncction with the Project shall be
performed in a good and workmanlike manner, strictly in accordance with the Plans, and as otherwise
provided in this Agrecment. The Developer shall warmrant the Project for a period of one (1) year for
defective material, construction or workmanship following acceptance by the City of that phasc of the
Project and shali provide a maintenance bond in the amount of fifty perceat of the costs of cach phasc of
the Project for such period. This warranty shall remain in full force and effect for a peried of one (I) year
from and after the datc of the City's final acceptance of cach phase of the Project. It is understood and
agreed that, notwithstanding the acceptance of the Project by the City, the Developer remains fully
responsible for the repair for defective material, construction or workmanship and maintenance in
accordance with this Agreement of the Project as such relates to the Developer's warranty of the Project,
as sci forth above, for a period of one (1) year from the date of the City's acceptance of the Project
(provided that the City shall perform any mainienance and repairs afier the City’s final acceptance of the
Project and Developer shall reimburse for any such costs covered by the warranty).

(t1)  Ifthe Developer shall neglect, fail or refusc to complete the construction of the Project within the
time herein specified, subject to delays by reason of Force Majeure, or any proper extension granted by
the City, or to maintain the Project until inspected and accepted for maintenance by the City as specified
in Atticle I hereof, and such neglect, failure or sefusal to substantially complete or maintain the Project
as provided herein results in any safety issue to persons or property as reasonably identified by the City
Engincer or his designec, the Developer agrees that the City may issuc a stop work order for any work in
progress under any issucd building permit of the Project, and the Developer waives any and all causes of
action it may have against the City arising from the City's stop work order. Additionally, and except for
the negligence and/or willful misconduct by the City and the City's officers, agents, employces and
Contractors, the Developer will defend, indemnify and hold the City harmless from any and ali causes of
action any third party may have against the City arising from the City's stop work order

(12)  All of Developer's books and other records related to the Project shall be available for inspection
by the City.

BOND REQUIRED
The Developer agrees to execute a performance bond for one hundred twenty five percent (125%)
of the cosl of cach phase of the Praject to secure fulfiliment of all the Developer's obligations under this
Agreement. The bond will be in a form approved by the City. The bond must be exccuted by a corporate
surety in accordance with Texas Government Code, Chapter 2253. The bond shall identify the City as
Owner and Obligee and shall bind both the Developer and the Surety, their heirs, administrators,
cxeculors, successors and assignees, jointly and severally. The bonds shall expressly provide that the
Developer shall faithfully render performance under this Agreement and shall remain in full foree and
cffect until all requirements of the Agreement have been performed to the City's satisfaction. The Bond
shall be provided to the City Engincer prior to the datc this Agreement is approved by City Council.
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INSURANCE
Developer agrecs to procure and shall maintain during the life of this Agreement such Commercial
General Liability, Property Damage Liabitity and Automobile Liability Insurance asshall protect the
Developer and the Developer's employces performing work covered by this Agreement, and the City from
claims for damagcs for personal injury, including accidental death, as well as from claims for property
damages, which may arise from Developer’s operations under this contract, whether such operations be by
the Developer or by anyone directly or indirectly employed by the Developer. The minimum limits of
liability and coverages shall be as follows:

a) COMMERCJAL GENERAL LIABILITY

Personal Injury or Death
$1,000,000.00 for onc person or occurrence
$2,000,000.00 for two or mote persons or occurrences

Property Damage
$1,000,000.00 per occurrence

General Aggregate
$1,000,000.00

b) AUTOMOBILE LIABILITY
Combined Single Limit
1,000,000.00 per accident

The insurance policies shall include an endorsement that the City is named as an additional insured to the
full amount of the policy limits and that the City shall be notificd at least thirty days in advance in the
event the policy or policics are canceled and ten days in advance for non- payment of policy premiums.
The endorsement shall contain substantially the following statement: “The insurance included within this
policy shall not be cancelled or materially altered except afier thirty (30) consecutive calendar days [ten
(10) consecutive calendar days for non- payment of policy premiums] written notice by certified mail of
intent to cancel or materially alicr said insurance has been provided Lo the City of El Paso [additional
insured).” Such insurance policy shall be issued by an insurance company duly authorized to do business
in the State of Texas. The Developer shall fumish the City Engineer with certificates showing the type of
insurance coverages, limits on cach insurance policy, class of opcrations covered under cach insurance
policy, effective dates and cxpiration dates of policies, insurance companies providing the insurance
coverages, name of agent/broker and include confirmation of any endorsement(s) required in this
agreement.

All certificates shall be provided to the City Engincer prior to the date this Agreement is approved by City
Council. Al centificates shall also include the name of the project in the corresponding insurance
certificate.

INDEMNIFICATION

EXCEPT FOR THE CITY, AND THE CITY'S OFFICERS, AGENTS, EMPLOYEES AND
CONTRACTORS NEGLICGENCE AND WILLFUL MISCONDUCT, DEVELOPER OR ITS
INSURER SHALL INDEMNIFY, DEFEND AND HOLD THE CITY, ITS OFFICERS, AGENTS
AND EMPLOYEES, HARMLESS FOR AND AGAINST ANY AND ALL CLAIMS, CAUSES OF
ACTION, LIABILITY, DAMAGES OR EXPENSE, (INCLUDING BUT NOT LIMITED TO
ATTORNEY FEES AND COSTS) FOR ANY DAMAGE TO OR LOSS OF ANY PROPERTY, OR
ANY ILLNESS, INJURY, PHYSICAL OR MENTAL IMPAIRMENT, LOSS OF SERVICES, OR
DEATH TO ANY PERSON ARISING OUT OF OR RELATED TO THE CONSTRUCTION,
OWNERSHIP AND OPERATION OF THE PROJECT OTHER THAN THE ACTIONS OF THE
CITY AND/OR ACTIVITIES OF THE CITY PURSUANT TO ARTICLE VIIl HEREOF.
Without modifying the conditions of preserving, asserting or enfarcing any legal liability against
the City as required by the City Charter or any law, the City will promptly forward to Developer
every demand, notice, summons or other process received by the City in any claim or legal
proceeding contemplated hercin. Developer shall 1) investigate or cause the investigation of
accidents or occurrences involving such injuries or damages; 2) negoliate or cause to be
negotiated the claim as the Developer may deem expedient; and 3) defend or cause to be
defended on behalf of the City all suits for damages cven if groundless, false or fraudulent,
brought because of such injurics or damages that is an indemnifiable obligation of the Developer
under this Agreement. Developer shall pay all judgments in actions defended by Developer
pursuant to this section along with ail attorneys' fees and costs incurred by the City including
interest accruing to the date of payment by Develeper, and premiums on any appeal bonds. The
City, at its election shall have the right te participate in any such negotiations  or legal
proceedings to the extent of its interest. The City will not be responsible for any loss of or damage
to the Developer's property from any cause except arising out of its breach of the terms of this
Agrecment.

OWNERSHIP AND RIGHT ACCESS
Developer hereby acknowledges the rights of the City, its agents, contractors and subcontractors
that upon thirty (30} days prior written notice to the developer to curc any breach under this
Agreement, to enter upon and construct and install any cquipment that may be requircd, pursuant
to this Agreement to complete the Project. This right of access shall include the right to usc or
modify any Developer construction materials as deemed necessary by the City. Additionally, in the
cvent thut additional authorization is required, Developer agrees to promptly exccuie the requircd
documents at the request of the City.

IX
TERMINATION
1 Termination for Convenience. This Agreement may be terminated by the City, upon thirty (30)
days writicn notice for any reason.

(2) Termination upon Completion of the Praject. This Agreement shall terminate upon
completion of the following:



(a) The Project is completed and the City Engincer has aceepled the Project for operation and
maintenance by the City, and

(b) The Developer peovides the required maintenance bond under the ong-year warranty
provisions specified above,

(3) Termination for Default. In the cvent that Developer fails 10 complete the Project, and such
failurc continucs for a period of 30 days after wrilten notice is seat by the City, the City reserves the right
to lerminate this Agreement, secure completion through the performance bond, or complete the
construction itself and asscss the costs of completion not covered under the performance bond to the
Developer for payment.

RELATIONSHIP OF THE PARTIES
Developer acknowledges that it is not an agent, servant, or employce of the City and is therefore,
responsible for its own actions performed by itsclf, its agents or cmployecs during the term of the
Agreement.

XI
INCREASED COSTS

It is anticipated that additional costs could arise from change, site conditions or lateni defects. However,
Developer agrees that the Developer will be solely responsible for payment of all increased costs in the
consiruction of the Project. regardiess of the cause.

NON-ASSIGN ABILITY
The partics hereto agree that the rights of the Developer and the City under this Agrecment are not
assignable and will survive the sale, rental, gift or devise of any property adjacent to the Project.

If any provision of this Agreement is prohibited by law or otherwise determined 10 be illegal, invalid or
uncnforceable-in a court of competent jurisdiction, such provision shall not affect the validity of the
remaining provisions of this Agreement; instead, the Agreement shall be construed as if it did not contain
the illegal, invalid or unenforceable provision(s) and the rights and obligations of the parties shall be
construed and enforced accordingly.

The City shall be responsible for any maintenance or repairs of the improvements. The City's obligations
for such repairs and work shall begin upon completion of cach Phasc of the Project as defined by the
Agreement (provided Developer shall be responsible for any covered costs until expiration of Devcloper's
warranty for cach Phase). The City agrees that Developer is not responsible for the cost of any
maintenance and repair of such work after expiration of Developer's wamanty for the project,
