	Presentation and discussion by the COVID-19 Response and Recovery Cross-Functional Team providing information on key activities, efforts, and processes.

1. Overview (Tommy Gonzalez)

Mr. Tommy Gonzalez, City Manager, introduced the item by mentioning the high spike in new cases and hospitalizations. Mr. Gonzalez stated that the number of 2,300 new cases was the highest surge since the pandemic began.  He continued by providing statistics related to current vaccination rates and said 95% of the community had received a first dose and 76% was fully vaccinated.  Mr Gonzalez ended the overview by listing the various City locations offering free COVID-19 vaccines by appointment.

Ms. Karla Nieman, City Attorney, provided an update on the upcoming renewal of the State Disaster Declaration and said she anticipates the statewide mask mandate litigation will be going to the Texas Supreme Court. Ms. Nieman provided statistical information related to COVID-19 citations filed in the Municipal Courts through January 21, 2022 and answered questions posed by Council members regarding City Boards and Commissions required to meet in person.

1) Discussion and action authorizing the City Manager or his designee to establish appropriations in the amount of $9,000,000.00, whereas the City of El Paso is the recipient of the American Rescue Plan Act (“ARPA”) grant funds in the amount of $154,365,135, the City Council approves the appropriation of the grant funds from the Coronavirus State and Local Fiscal Recovery Funds in accordance with the requirements stipulated by the American Rescue Plan Act and federal guidelines in the Final Rule to respond to the COVID-19 public health emergency or its negative economic impacts.

Dr. Hector Ocaranza, Public Health Authority, briefed Council members on the number of positive cases, which grew 400% in 3 weeks, adding that hospitalizations grew 58% in 3 weeks. Dr. Ocaranza strongly recommended that people receive a booster dose of the vaccine as added protection against Omicron and to continue practicing prevention through non-pharmacological interventions

Mr. David Coronado, International Bridges, and Economic Development Managing Director, continued the presentation by mentioning that the Center for Disease Control (CDC) had approved 9 vaccines that comply with the vaccination requirements for cargo crossings. Mr. Coronado also highlighted good news by announcing that personal vehicle crossings were very close to what they were before the pandemic, unemployment numbers had declined, and an increase of 28% sales tax growth was observed in November.

Mr. Robert Cortinas, Chief Financial Officer, took over the presentation to go over key changes to the American Rescue Plan (ARPA) spending guidelines effective on April 1, 2022, which are set to expand the list of uses for COVID-19 response and its economic impact, thus, providing more flexibility for local governments.

Ms. Nicole Ferrini, Community and Human Development Director, finalized this portion of the presentation by providing information on 3 categories of pressing vulnerabilities which have escalated along with the rise in COVID-19 cases: housing and homelessness, family stability, and household stability. Ms. Ferrini went over a list of urgent community needs and asked Council members to approve the appropriation of $9,000,000.00 from ARPA Grant Funds as listed on the following Resolution to address these needs.

	WHEREAS, the City is a recipient of ARPA grant in the amount of $154,365,135 from the fund to be received in two tranches, with the first received on May 12, 2021 in the amount of $77,172,567.50, and the second half of equal value is expected to be received on or about May 12,
2022; and

	WHEREAS, City Council has previously appropriated ARPA grant funds on January 18, 2022 and July 27, 2021; and

	WHEREAS, the City Council desires to appropriate the ARPA grant funds in accordance with the requirements stipulated in the U.S. Department of Treasury’s Final Rule (“Final Rule”).

	BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF EL PASO:

AN EMERGENCY ORDINANCE RE-ENACTING EMERGENCY ORDINANCE NO. 019035 EXTENDING A DISASTER DECLARATION DUE TO A PUBLIC HEALTH EMERGENCY

WHEREAS, on March 13, 2020, the Governor of the State of Texas declared a state of disaster and the President of the United States of America declared a national emergency in relation to COVID-19; and

WHEREAS, on March 13, 2020, the Mayor signed a Local Emergency Declaration and requested the aid of the State Government pursuant to Texas Government Code Section 418.108; and 

WHEREAS, pursuant to El Paso City Code Section 2.48.020(C), a local state of disaster declaration may not be continued or renewed for a period in excess of seven days except by or with the consent of City Council; and 

WHEREAS, City Charter Section 3.10 allows for the City Council to adopt an emergency ordinance to meet a public emergency affecting life, health, property or the public peace; and 

WHEREAS, on March 17, 2020, the City Council adopted Emergency Ordinance No. 019035, Extending a Disaster Declaration Due to a Public Health Emergency; and 

WHEREAS, since March 2020, El Paso City Council has re-enacted Emergency Ordinance No. 019035 monthly, with the most recent re-enactment taking place on January 4,2022; and 

WHEREAS, as of January 20, 2022, the number of COVID-19 active cases in El Paso is over 23,479; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to City Charter Section 3.10, every emergency ordinance shall stand repealed automatically as of the 31st day following the date on which it was adopted, but may be re-enacted to continue a Disaster Declaration; and 

WHEREAS, Emergency Ordinance No. 019277 which re-enacts Emergency Ordinance No. 019035 is set to expire on February 3, 2022; and 

WHEREAS, the condition necessitating a declaration of a state of disaster continues to exist.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF EL PASO, TEXAS: 

1. That the state of disaster proclaimed for the City of El Paso by the Mayor on March 13, 2020, and extended by Emergency Ordinance No. 019035, is hereby re-enacted and shall continue for thirty (30) days unless re-enacted in accordance with City Charter Section 3.10 or until terminated by City Council, whichever is sooner.

2. This ordinance is adopted as an emergency measure with the unanimous vote of the City Council Representatives present and the consent of the Mayor and pursuant to City Charter Section 3.10.

WHEREAS, by proclamation issued on March 13, 2020, the Mayor declared a local state of disaster for the City of El Paso resulting from a public health emergency; and  

WHEREAS, on March 17, 2020, the City Council, pursuant to City Charter Section 3.10, adopted Emergency Ordinance No. 019036 to meet a public emergency affecting life, health, property or the public peace; and 

WHEREAS, since March 2020, City Council has re-enacted Emergency Ordinance No. 019036 monthly, with the most recent re-enactment, re-statement and amendment taking place on March 16, 2021 and with the most recent re-enactment taking place on January 4, 2022; and 

WHEREAS, pursuant to City Charter Section 3.10, every emergency ordinance shall stand repealed automatically as of the 31st day following the date on which it was adopted, but may be re-enacted if the emergency still exists; and 

WHEREAS, a disaster continues to exist and requires that certain emergency measures be taken to meet a public emergency affecting life, health, property or the public peace; and 

WHEREAS, the City Council desires to implement additional protections for City Employees and appointees of boards, commissions and committees in light of a recent spike in COVID-19 cases by enabling as many meetings as possible to take place remotely; and

WHEREAS, the City Council desires to re-enact and amend Emergency Ordinance No. 019036, as amended, which shall remain in effect until otherwise terminated, re-enacted, or superseded by a conflicting El Paso Local Health Authority order, or state or federal law or order.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF EL PASO, TEXAS: 

1. [bookmark: _Hlk74307319]That Section 2 of Emergency Ordinance No. 019036 as previously re-enacted, restated and amended, is hereby amended to read as follows:

2. CITY BOARDS AND COMMISSIONS

a)  Unless required by State law to abide by all provisions of the Texas Open Meetings Act, Texas Government Code Section 551.001 et seq. (“TOMA”), all City of El Paso boards, commissions and committees may meet by videoconference while this ordinance is in effect, suspending only the in-person requirement in any provision in the establishing ordinance, resolution or bylaws that require such board, commission or committee to abide by TOMA. 

b) Any board, commission or committee that must abide by TOMA pursuant to State law must meet in accordance with Texas law, and shall abide by all relevant City requirements to ensure the safety of those in attendance.

2. All other provisions of Emergency Ordinance No. 019036, as re-enacted, restated and amended by Emergency Ordinance No. 019151, and further re-enacted and amended by Emergency Ordinance Nos. 019156, 019169 and 019191, penalty as provided in Section 8, shall remain in full force and effect and continue for thirty (30) days unless re-enacted in accordance with City Charter Section 3.10 or until terminated by the City Council, whichever is sooner. 

3. This ordinance is adopted as an emergency measure with the unanimous vote of the City Council Representatives present and the consent of the Mayor, pursuant to City Charter Section 3.10.
